Repairing an Existing Page
When considering your yearbook’s layout, you want the viewer to easily understand the information on each page. Whether you use a photo collage, text, or a mixture of the two, you want to have some common element on each page that gives the book a unified look. 

Size and subject tips go hand in hand, because with both of these categories, you are communicating the importance of what is on the page. When either words or a picture are much bigger than the other items around it, it expresses more importance—whether you intend this or not. 

Usually, the title or a particular image should be the biggest item on the page. Remember when you do this, though, to make sure you have other elements on the page to balance it out. 

Sometimes the pages of a yearbook are quickly done, or do not make sense. It is your job to find a page and make it work. You will be recreating a page of an existing yearbook and making it look better or work with the rest of the book. You should be working with the same subject.
